2. Deadline for application submission is November 30, 2010. Applications postmarked after this deadline date will not be accepted. Note: This deadline is strictly enforced.

The application consists of four sections each worth 25 points, for a total of 100 points.

1. Leadership Ability

2. Scholastic Ability

3. Equine Involvement

4. Good Will Ambassador

Other Instructions

1. Type or print all information. Illegible information will not be considered and will adversely affect the overall score.

2. A separate Good Will Ambassador form should be completed for each show.

3. Applicants are encouraged to submit the scholarship application early, as the deadline is strictly enforced. It is recommended that the application be updated throughout the show year.
